How to plan Music for your Ceremony

Prelude
Prelude music is played prior to the ceremony as guests are being seated. These songs will set the tone for your ceremony, therefore classical or jazz music is commonly played. Depending on your timeline, you will typically choose 5-6 songs to be played at this time.

Processional

The Processional begins as the immediate family members are ready to be seated. Also as your bridal party walks down the aisle.

Choose the perfect song for you as you walk down the aisle!

Interlude

Interlude songs are often used during the ceremony to signify a special moment for the couple. This would be a perfect type of song to play during the lighting of a unity candle.

Recessional

Congratulations, you're married! The recessional song celebrates your new commitment and is played as you walk up the aisle together.
